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Olivers Mount is approximately 2 miles south west of Scarborough town centre. In addition to
numerous football and rugby pitches, there is a famous motor cycle racing track around the
area. Bike fans may like to look at the start area which displays lap records by 1950s legendsm
plus and a memorial to the late Barry Sheene, who had competed on the track. We will be
using the lower of the two sports fields, and adjacent grass meadows. We hoped to include
more farming land and a section of the adjacent woods, but the former has now been planted
crops, and the latter has some precipitous slopes which we must albeit reluctantly have to
avoid on safety grounds. However, we can provide a good loop of 2 kilometres, without any
annoying zig-zagsin order to achieve an appropriate minimum lap distance.

Directions

From the North

Travel towards Scarborough on the A171
Continue on through Falsgrave to the traffic lights in the town centre by the Railway Station

Turn right onto A165 Filey Road

Continue on the A165 for approximately one mile, and on through four sets of traffic lights.
After the fourth set of traffic lights, take the third right onto Weaponess Avenue (Signposted
Olivers Mount).

And then bear left and continue up onto Olivers Mount passing a Golf Club on left.

After a mile and at the top of the hill which is Olivers Mount, look out for a bridge that connects
the two sports grounds during motor cycle races. The start/finish and tents area for the event is

in this area.

From the West

Drive towards the town centre on the A64 o

2 miles out you pass a retail park, ( B and Q etc), on right, and a junction with traffic lights.
Olivers Mount is signed using the ‘brown’ signs.

Turn right onto Saint Margarets Road , then right again after 100 metres, and take the road up
to Olivers Mount, with a left fork after 400 metres.
